	Excellent
	This work is excellent. It not only fulfills expectations but goes beyond in quality and/or quantity. Relevant, important information is included that enhances the understanding of the topic. The work is neat and easy to follow

	Satisfactory
	This work is satisfactory. It is complete and fulfills expectations. Most of the information is important and shows understanding for the most part. The work is neat and easy to follow

	Needs

Improvement
	This work is in need of improvement. It may be incomplete or not in fulfillment of expectations or requirements. The information included is common, redundant, or not relevant to the topic. There may be problems with the presentation of the work.

	Unsatisfactory
	This work needs to be redone. Part or parts of it are incomplete. It does not fulfill minimum expectations or requirements. The information included may not be relevant to the topic. There may be problems with the presentation of the work.

	Missing
	This work has not been turned in, and the student was present in class when the work was due.

	ABS
	This work is not turned in. The student was absent when the work was assigned or absent when the work was due.=


Formative Assessments: Formative assessments are such things as class work and homework, exercises to practice and become better at or more knowledgeable about something before being tested on it.

Summative Assessments: Summative assessments are such things as quizzes, tests, and projects or presentations where students are asked to demonstrate their level of proficiency about a learning target, objective or standard.

The primary difference is that formative assessment activities will no longer be directly reflected as part of a student’s grade. Without question, there is an expectation that all formative activities will be completed – practicing to be successful on any activity upon which you will be assessed is essential – and corrected and discussed by students and teachers. 

Students’ trimester grades will be based upon summative assessments only. Preparing to be successful on summative assessments coupled with the opportunity to retake those where proficiency was not demonstrated should allow all students to demonstrate achievement.
